Course Description
This course is part of the Occupational Health and Safety Practitioner Certificate Program.
It’s far too late to plan when the emergency is already happening. In this course, discover types
of emergency situations and the Emergency Response Plan (ERP). Learn how to develop the
ERP, assess the organization’s vulnerabilities, and reduce the effects of emergencies using
proven workplace emergency plans, procedure, and training. This course also describes key
points of specific elements of emergency preparedness, such as exit routes and spill response.
